65.   APPLICATIONS FOR THE GRANT/RENEWAL/REVIEW OF HACKNEY 
CARRIAGE/PRIVATE HIRE DRIVERS' LICENCES 

The Sub-Committee of the Licensing Board considered a report of the 
Licensing Manager relating to applications for the review of the hackney 
carriage/private hire driver licences in respect of Mr. A.B. and Mr. M.A.

The representative of Mr. A.B. had requested an adjournment due to his 
own personal circumstances.

Resolved:-  (1)  That consideration of the review application in respect of 
the hackney carriage/private hire driver’s licence of Mr. A.B. be deferred 
and he be afforded the opportunity of attending a future meeting of the 
Licensing Board Sub-Committee.

(2)  (a)  That the hackney carriage/private hire driver’s licence in respect 
of Mr. M.A. be suspended immediately pending satisfactory completion of 
an appropriate advanced driving test approved by the Council’s Licensing 
Service.

(b)  That renewal of Mr. M.A.’s hackney carriage/private hire driver’s 
licence be approved but not issued until successful completion of the 
appropriate advanced driving test as outlined in 2(a) above with the 
suspension remaining in place until such time.
