2. Please provide a brief description of what you are screening

This report recommends the approval to allocate funding to develop schemes for
the Rawmarsh West and Wath wards. The rough concept for these has been
agreed with the local councillors and follows on from the Transport Capital
Programme Cabinet report that was approved 17th March 2025, where it was
indicated that these 2 wards, at the time didn’'t have agreed schemes to allocate
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the funds too, but once agreed with councillors the matter would be deferred to our
head of service to approve via a dedicated Office Decision report.

The proposed Rawmarsh West scheme will be centred on Haugh Road and the
junction of Green Rise, the scheme aims to improve pedestrian accessibility in the
area by providing pedestrian refuge islands, reduced junction mouths, new
footway connections and the installation of traffic calming measures along Green
Rise and Harding Avenue.

The proposed Wath scheme aims to improve pedestrian movements and reduce
speed along Station Road, this will be achieved by installing improved signage and
the narrowing of vehicle lanes by widening some splitter islands along Station
Road from its junction with the B6097 Biscay Way, across the A6023 Manvers
Way and on to Dearne Road adjacent to the Waterfront Golf course.

The schemes will be designed with regards to the Equality Act 2010 being mindful
of our Public Sector Equality Duty (Duty) to improve access for all none motorised
users, including for the disabled, with adequate dropped kerb and tactile paving,
footways will be designed to be wheelchairs compliant and where possible
crossing distances are being reduced to assist movements

The schemes are funded via the City Regions Sustainable Transport Settlement, this
includes a series of funder objectives, focusing on addressing regional inequalities by
enhancing access to transport services and encouraging active travel, thus creating
equal opportunities for all communities.
The projects also align with Rotherham Council's wider objectives, which include
improving the liveability of neighbourhoods, promoting active travel and by creating safer
streets that encourage residents to use non-motorised modes of transport.
These objectives, both external and internal promote equality and diversity and will
underpin the design of the schemes.
The schemes will be designed with regards to the Equality Act 2010 being mindful of our
(Duty), the design will create improved highway links, that enhance inclusivity for
residents by providing greater connectivity to public transport and local amenities.
Once the schemes are finalised, engagement will be undertaken to inform residents of
the schemes inclusive highway improvement features and how the proposals will
enhance and benefit diverse groups such as those with disabilities. Where reasonably
practicable and within our financial constraints we will address any comments that are
raised as part of this process.
The proposed schemes will not impact negatively on the Council or the local residents,
as the schemes aim to improve residents’ mobility by providing new footway connections,
pedestrian refuge islands, reduced junction mouths, and the installation of traffic calming
measures, of which, the hump notice will be done through the councils TRO consultation
procedure.
