Consideration has been given to entering into partnership
arrangements with landowners rather than taking full control
of the land. In progressing negotiations this approach will be
considered on a project-by-project basis, however in many
cases, and as understood through early consultation,
landowners do not always wish to bring forward schemes
fitting with masterplan ambitions, or development is not in the
core business of the landowners.

Do nothing is not a recommended option, considering the
Council 6s ambitious pl ans
regeneration in the Borough.

Acquisition of each property could be brought forward on an
individual basis, however, considering the quantity of land
and property for acquisition and the timeframe it is
considered that seeking approvals on a site-by-site basis
would introduce a significant risk to the programme, in terms
of readiness for timely acquisitions and delivery of the
programme. It is considered more appropriate and efficient
to delegate acquisition as described in this report.
