The Council is legally required to designate poling districts and polling stations for Parliamentary elections, which are also used for local
elections. On polling day, polling stations must legally be open between 07:00 and 22:00 and therefore it is necessary for lighting and
sometimes heating to be used to ensure staff have suitable working conditions and electors have a comfortable environment in which to vote.

There will be emissions from polling staff travelling to and from the polling station. Where possible staff are allocated to a polling station to limit
the travel time and emissions, however, this is not always possible.

A Council contractor used to deliver and collect the polling station equipment plans its routes to ensure journeys are as efficient as possible.

Whilst polling districts and polling places are generally local to electors, it is not possible to control or manage the method of travel they use to
go to the polling station. If some electors drive, there will be emissions relating to their journey.
