Whilst the report does not directly address specific greenhouse gas emissions impacts, the TOMs framework at TM31 does identify savings in
greenhouse gas emissions on contracts as a social value outcome. This is measured in tCO.e (tonnes of carbon dioxide equivalent) and given
a proxy value of £244.63. Committed actions to date have a combined proxy value of £565,197, with delivery to date at £56,589.

Reported figures from the Social Value Portal at current proxy values are equivalent to 2,310 tCO,e committed to be saved on contracts, of

which 231 tCO,e has been delivered.

Greenhouse gas emissions from the Council’s own operations, within scope of its NZ30 climate change target, were 7,862 tCO.e per annum in

the 2022/23 reporting year.
